Outpatients/Ante-natal Clinic.
If a child/unborn attends OPD/Antenatal Clinic and they are on a Child Protection Plan and there are no concerns please complete Children’s Social Care Notification.
If they do not attend and they are on a plan please contact the SW by telephone or the safe email address to let them know.

Any child failing to attend OPD the notes must be reviewed by the lead professional and the referrer and GP must be informed. You may also wish to tell the HV or school nurse.
Paediatric Liaison.

Bernie/Janine will visit A&E daily, and will collect any notes in the psychosocial box.  They will liaise directly with the health visitors and school nurses in the community and pass on information of the child’s attendance. Janine/Bernie will attend the Tuesday 9.15am psychosocial meeting for the A&E department.  
Parental Responsibility.
Always ask the child who they have brought in with them. Do not assume it’s a mum or dad. A mother has automatic parental responsibility at birth. Mothers and fathers married at the time of birth to each other also have parental responsibility.  
Fathers who are named on the birth certificate after 1st December 2003 also have parental responsibility.
If a child is in care then the local authority will share parental responsibility with the original parents. Adoptive parents have parental responsibility and not the birth parents. Parents do not lose responsibility even if they divorce.

Children attending hospital without a parent/carer

Always see the child even if mum and dad are not there.  Bringing themselves to hospital may demonstrate that they are Frazer competent and unfortunately not all children have caring parents who will accompany them and ensure they get the treatment they require. The competent child or young person may consent to treatment or you can telephone the person with parental responsibility to discuss care and treatment.
Private fostering

If a child lives with someone else, apart from an immediate close blood relative, e.g. aunty or grandma for longer then 4 weeks, you need to inform the local Social Care department, who will check if there is a private fostering agreement.
Schools.
Please always ensure that a child is attending school or nursery. If they are home tutored please contact social care to identify if this is really the case. If they are not at school please alert social care via safe email referral. Please also ensure you have details of the school to inform the school nurse of the attendance/admission
NAI Protocol
Any child who presents with a possible NAI will need to be admitted for full assessment. A Paediatric radiologist must be present at all strategy meetings.
