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This guideline is aimed at paediatrics patients requiring transfer to CT Scan in the Emergency Department under a general anaesthetic. If there is an Alaris TCI pump available please use this with a target Ce of 1.5-3.0 mcg/mL, if not please use the following tables as a guideline according to patient weight.  
It is for use with neat propofol 1%  (10mg/mL) only.

Contraindications and cautions
· Children less than 1 month of age

· Children with mitochondrial disorders

· Children who are haemodynamically unstable will most likely require MUCH lower dosages than the guidance here, please reduce accordingly.

Notes
· This is an unlicensed use of propofol under 1 year of age
· Ce 1.5 mcg/mL may be sufficient for radiological procedures, the above infusion guides aim for 3.0 mcg/mL therefore reduce the dose according to cardiovascular observations. 
· Propofol infusions should  only be set up and run by trained anaesthetists.
· Ongoing sedation and analgesia should be with morphine and midazolam once the CT scan/radiological procedure is complete.
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
