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Guideline for when the on call consultant 
should be contacted by 1061
1. Whenever a trainee would like consultant advice 
When contacting the Consultant, try to be clear about the reason:
a. For advice

b. For formality, i.e. to inform

c. To request the Consultant’s presence in the hospital

2. Age <1 year

3. ASA III or greater
4. Major Surgery including:
a. Laparotomy 
b. Thoracic surgery

c. Major orthopaedic surgery 

5. Compromised airway  
6. Severely injured/unstable sick child in ED
7. Unexpected complication of anaesthesia or surgery including perioperative death
8. Any event occurring during anaesthesia/resus that may have medico-legal implications 
9. If the patient is the child of a member of staff or a colleague

10. Acute complex pain problems particularly those requiring change to oxycodone both oral and IV.
